Suppose you play three rounds of trumps next on the above layout, discovering the 4-2 
break. When you turn to the club suit, West not ruff in until third round of clubs and you 
will finish with only eight tricks. 
  
As you can afford to lose one trump trick, you should arrange to do this when it suits you 
rather than the defence. So, after ruffing the second round of diamonds with the nine, you 
should lead the ten of trumps from your hand at trick three! If this holds the trick, you 
will continue with three top trumps and make the contract whenever this draws all of the 
outstanding trumps. 
 
Suppose West takes the ten of trumps with the jack on the above deal and plays a third 
round of diamonds. As you cannot afford to ruff again in the South hand, since you 
would lose control as the trumps are 4-2, you must discard a heart from your hand on this 
trick. After than resourceful move, there is nothing the defenders can do. If they persist 
with a fourth round of diamonds, you will ruff with the eight of trumps in the dummy and 
cross back to hand to draw the rest of the trumps. If instead East (who won the third 
diamond) switches to a heart, you will simply rise with the ace and draw trumps. 
Whatever the defence, you will make ten tricks. 
 
TIP When you have plenty of winners but risk losing trump control, you can often use 
the shorter trump holding to protect you against a forcing defence in this way.

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IRREGULARITIES AND RIGHTS   
 
Sometimes things happen at the bridge table that deviate from the normal routines.  These 
are called irregularities  in bridge language.  Examples of irregularities that have 
happened to all of us are: too many or too few cards, bids out of turn, insufficient bids, a 
lead out of turn, failure to follow suit, accidental dropping of cards, cards pulled from the 
wrong board, even the use of bad language, etc.  Now the question becomes - what do we 
do? 
  
CALL A DIRECTOR. Only the games director has the right to assess the situation 
and set out the course of action.  
  
CAUTION:  No one playing at the table, including directors, should make a ruling on 
the matter, nor should any player take any action to correct the irregularity, until the 
games director arrives.  
  
IMPORTANT THINGS TO KNOW ABOUT YOUR RIGHTS: 
 
Any player may call attention to an irregularity during the auction, whether or not it is 
his turn to call. 
 
Declarer or either defender may call attention to an irregularity that occurs during the 
play period.  
 
The Director must be summoned at once when attention is drawn to an irregularity. No 
player should take any action until the Director has completed his explanation regarding 
the irregularity. 
 
Any player, including dummy, may summon the Director after attention has been 
drawn to an irregularity. Just as with any other player at the table, dummy may and 
should summon the Director AFTER attention has been drawn to an irregularity. 
 
When the Laws provide an option, the Director must explain fully all the options 
available. The player who has the right to select an option may not consult with partner 
in making a choice. 
 
The Director alone has the right to assess penalties when applicable.  
 
A player who did not clearly hear a call has the right to ask immediately that it be 
repeated.  
 
During the auction a player is entitled to have all previous calls and Alerts restated only 
if it is his turn to call, and then only if he is not required (by an earlier application of the 
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Laws) to pass at that turn.  After the final pass either defender has the right to ask if it is 
his opening lead. Law 47 E. states that a lead out of turn may be retracted without penalty 
if the leader was mistakenly informed by an opponent that it was his turn to lead. 
 
Declarer or either defender may, at his first turn to play, require all previous calls to be 
restated. Declarer’s play from either hand, whether or not in turn, is deemed to constitute 
his first play and thus terminates his right to a review. 
 
During the auction, any player at his own turn to call may ask for and receive a review 
of the bidding or an explanation of an opponent’s call. Also, after a face-down opening 
lead, leader’s partner and/or declarer may ask for and receive a review of the bidding or 
an explanation of an opponent’s call.  
After the final pass and throughout the play period, declarer or either defender at his 
own turn to play may request and receive such an explanation. Questions may be asked 
about calls that were made and about calls that were not made but were available and 
relevant. Declarer may request and receive an explanation of the defenders’ card play 
conventions. 
 
A player may change a call he may have made as a result of misinformation (failure to 
Alert) given to him by an opponent without penalty, provided that his partner has not 
subsequently called. (This right should only be exercised in the presence of a director.) 
 
The Laws allow any player to refer to an opponent’s convention card at his own turn to 
call. In addition any player except dummy may refer to an opponent’s convention card at 
his own turn to play. After it is too late to have a complete review of the auction, either 
defender or declarer is entitled to be informed as to what the contract is and whether, but 
not by whom, it was doubled or redoubled. 
 
Dummy has the following ABSOLUTE RIGHTS: 
1. Dummy may give information, in the Director’s presence, as to fact or law. 
2. Dummy may keep count of tricks won and lost. In order to exercise this right, dummy 
has the right to follow the play as it occurs.  
3. Dummy plays the cards of the dummy as declarer calls for them. Dummy may not 
inform declarer that he has a trick turned incorrectly unless he does so immediately. 
 
Dummy has the following QUALIFIED RIGHTS: 
1. Dummy may ask declarer (but not a defender) whether he has a card of the suit led 
when he has failed to follow suit to a trick. 
2. Dummy may try to prevent any irregularity by declarer. (He may, for example, warn 
declarer against leading from the wrong hand.) 
3. Dummy may draw attention to any irregularity, by calling the director, but only after 
play is concluded. (This right should only be exercised in the presence of a director.) 
 
Either opponent may accept or require retraction of a lead out of turn by declarer.  
Opponents are not allowed to consult and the first to speak will speak for the partnership.  
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So long as his side has not played to the next trick, declarer or either defender may, until 
he has turned his own card face down on the table, require that all cards just played to 
the trick be faced for his inspection. 
 
Any player may properly attempt to deceive an opponent through a call or play, so long 
as the deception is not protected by concealed partnership understanding or experience. 
 
A Player May Violate an Announced Partnership Agreement as long as his partner is 
unaware of the violation. Repeated variations from partnership agreements create implicit 
agreements which must be disclosed to the opponents. 
 
When the Director makes a judgment ruling on a point of fact (damage after a 
hesitation; unauthorized information passed during the auction) or exercises his 
discretionary power (as when he assigns an adjusted score under Law 12), it is open to 
question and/or appeal. He should advise the players involved of their right to appeal. 
The appeals committee may not overrule the Director on a point of Law or regulation or 
on the application of a disciplinary penalty.
